Re:	Football Frenzy Sweepstakes Program

Brother Knights:

My name is Jim Maslach and it is my honor and privilege to serve as your 2016 Football Frenzy Ticket Chairman.  Brunswick Council has accomplished many activities throughout the years.  Each of these activities costs a certain amount of money to run.  This letter outlines a way to retain and add to our charitable accounts and hence allowing us to do even more!

The Ohio State Council State Officers have come up with a plan to help offset the State Per Capita and put additional funds into the council’s bank accounts.  State Per Capita is like a tax that each council in the state pays to the State Council.  The State Council uses that money to donate to various charities like Special Olympics and Vocations as well as general operating costs.  State Per Capita is charged to each council at $6.50 per a member.  This is charged irrelevant if the member is a regular, insurance or inactive insurance member.

The State Council unveiled a plan where the sales of the Football Frenzy Sweepstakes tickets will offset a council’s per capita payment.  There is some criteria that needs to be stated:

· 35,960-tickets statewide need to be sold for the maximum credit applied to the state per capita – prorated if less tickets sold statewide
· Each council that participates, must sell a quota which is 80% of the council’s total membership
· Each council will receive a rebate of, at least, $5.50 to $9.00 per ticket sold

So, what does that mean for our council?  We have a total of 193-members which makes our quota 155-tickets.  If we sell 155-tickets and there are a total of 35,960-tickets sold statewide, we will NOT have to pay our State Per Capita.  This means that our council will be able to keep approximately $1,254.50 to use for our activities and charitable donations. Also, the council will receive a rebate check for at least $797.50 – that totals $2,052 additional funds for our activities, programs and events!!!  We received only $199.50 rebates from the Football Frenzy Sweepstakes in 2015.  The more tickets we sell – the more rebate amount we get back!

[bookmark: _GoBack]We have enclosed two (2) – Football Frenzy Sweepstakes tickets for your consideration to purchase and/or sell. The cost for each ticket is $20.  That might seem high.  However, remember this is a 10-week sweepstakes with 23 winners and over $2,500 in prizes – weekly!  The sweepstakes runs during the last 10-weeks of the NFL season which then only equates to $2 per week.

The tickets are due to Brunswick Council on Tuesday, October 25, 2016 in the Father McGivney Room between 6:30PM and 8:00PM.  Please make any checks payable to Knights of Columbus Council #4847.
